Other Information:

· Information is delivered every Tuesday for the Wednesday night practices through email. Songs, Praise Team singers for the week and Choir songs for rehearsal are included as well.

· We do have dress codes for Sunday mornings. Calling posts are delivered every Saturday to inform everyone on what to wear for the Sunday Service. We do have robes as well that are assigned.

· We are expected to participate in any special events or services when needed

· We understand this is a volunteer service, but Attendance is extremely important and is taken at practices. Exceptions of course are made for travel, work, school and emergencies.

· Throughout the year we put together 2 large programs for Christmas and Easter. Participation is expected and extra practices are required.

· You must be at least 15 years of age to join. No other age limits are in place. (exceptions apply)
· You do not need to know how to read music or have any music theory skills, however general music knowledge and talent are required.
